Creating a stencil on a printing screen using the
Photo Emulsion Technique

Screen Making

1. Print finished image in high density black
on a sheet of one of the following Policrom
Products:

2. The acetate is placed over the dry,
emulsion-coated mesh screen, and then
exposed with a strong light. The areas that
are not opaque (unprinted) in the overlay
allow light to reach the emulsion, which
hardens and sticks to the screen.

3. The screen is then washed off thoroughly
using a medium pressure spray of water.
The areas of emulsion that were not exposed
to light (printed), dissolve and wash away.
This leaves a negative stencil of the image
attached to the screen. The mesh screen is
ready to be used, where the emulsion did
not harden the screen printing inks will

pass through the screen and screen print the
desired substrate.
